In the fiscal 
year ended June 30, 2011, the pantry distributed nearly 1.5 million pounds of food to our neighbors, 
feeding over 35,000 persons, including 15,000 children, gave away more than 124,000 diapers, and 
almost 400 backpacks filled with new school supplies.

We also need personal care items such as shampoo, toothpaste, bathroom tissue.  These may be left 
in the Harvest Sunday bag or dropped off at the pantry Mon-Sat 9 AM - 2 PM.
