Pantry Distributes Record 
1.2 Million Pounds of Food! 

 

Our recent fiscal year end figures serve to 
underscore the increasing need for food in 
DuPage County. 
 
According to the DuPage Federation on 
Human Services Reform, the number of 
low-income residents in DuPage is steadily 
increasing.  Currently, over 120,000  
individuals have incomes less than 200% 
of the Federal poverty level. Over half of 
these individuals are school children.   
 
2008 US Census Bureau figures counted  
54,087 persons in DuPage County living 
below poverty level.   
 
97% of our clients have household  
incomes between 0%and 30% of Median 
Family Income as established by HUD 
Guidelines.  That means that a family of 
four has income of $1,883 per month or 
less.   
 
In fiscal year ended June 30, 2009 we 
served a total of 31,851 persons.  For the 
year ended June 30, 2010, we served 
37,320, a 17% increase.  In June, 2010 we 
registered 63 new households for our  
services. 
 
During our last fiscal year, we received 
incoming food of 1,309,376 pounds of 
food.  We distributed 1,185,401 pounds to 
those we serve, an average of 124 pounds 
of food at each monthly visit.  

More Than Food! 
 

 

Our organization’s mission is not only to end 
hunger by giving away food, but to help the 
people we serve improve their quality of life 
through the development of life skills.   
 
We offer GED Classes, English as a Second 
Language (ESL), nutrition planning, and child 
safety. 
 
Our supportive programming continues to 
be highly successful.  ESL Classes, in total, 
had a registration of 82 persons; of these, 59 
completed the sessions for which they had 
registered.  25 of the 82 persons were new 
students, with the balance continuing for 
additional language skills.  46 students (78%) 
had post class test scores which were an  
improvement over pre class test scores.     
 
Fifty-six car seats were distributed to those 
attending the child safety programs.   
 
302 households were represented at our 
nutrition classes.   
 
GED classes had only one session so far, with 
8 in attendance; of those 2 have already 
completed all preparation classes and  
successfully obtained their GED. 
 
We are grateful to our partners in these 
classes—College of DuPage, Westwood 
College, Woodridge Park Districtl, Wood-
ridge United Methodist Church, and the  
University of Illinois Extension Service.
