50-4-50 RAFFLE TO BENEFIT PANTRY

The Woodridge Diversity Committee has overseen the creation of a 50th anniversary quilt to cele-
brate this special milestone in the history of the Village. The theme of the quilt is diversity. Chil-
dren in Grades 4-8 in School District 68 and St. Scholastica School created the quilt squares.
Pieceful Heart Fabrics in Lisle donated all the fabric, stitched the squares together, and designed
a magnificent tree for the center of the quilt.

The quilt will be unveiled at the State of the Village Luncheon in January, and will be on display
throughout the village in 2009 before going on permanent display in Town Centre in 2010.

A raffle will be held throughout 2009 to win the right to become part of Woodridge history by having your name
on a plaque as the donor of the quilt to the community. All proceeds from the raffle will go to the Woodridge
Community Pantry. The Diversity Committee has set a goal of raising enough money ($18,000) to buy 50 tons
of food for the 50th anniversary of the Village. One ton of food costs $360. The cost of each raffle ticket is
$1.00. Tickets will be sold at various events in the Village and at some ongoing sites still to be finalized.
