FROM THE DIRECTOR OF OPERATIONS 

 
I had the privilege of doing an interview on the radio 

this last week.  Ray Hanannia of WJJG 1530 hosts the 

talk show.  We talked about the crisis of hunger in the 

suburbs and more specifically about the situation at 

the Woodridge Community Pantry.  The number of cli-

ents coming to the pantry is up 54% over last year at 

this time, which is forcing the pantry to spend  thou-

sands of dollars more than last year just to keep food 

on the shelves.  Listening to the news reveals reasons 

for the increase.  Some facts from one source: 

 

Five million workers receive unemployment checks 

now, an all time high. 

Employers slashed 598,000 jobs in January, and 

February could see an additional 750, 000 cut. 

 

The pantry is here for all in the service area who find 

themselves a part of these statistics.  Through the gen-

erosity of our neighbors, churches, business donors, 

and civic organizations, we are able to continue to offer 

the clients meat, milk, cheese and the many boxed and 

canned goods necessary to feed families.   

 

During the interview we talked about the need for volun-

teers available during the day that may be sent out to 

do product pick-ups.  We have the two vehicles that are 

on the road daily dispatched to a variety of sites in the 

Chicagoland area for product pick-ups.  We could do 

more, get more, and give more if we had more volunteer 

drivers. 

 

We also took some time to talk about the upcoming 

Cabaret Fundraiser.  Donation items are needed for the 

silent auction and raffle.  Sponsors are needed for the 

program ad book.  Supporters are needed to buy tickets 

and attend the event Sunday April 26 starting at 5:30.
