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 FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 

 

It is no news to anyone that our economy 

continues to present many challenges, and 

it will be some time yet before we see the 

recovery for which we all hope. 

 

At the Pantry we see the results of the eco-

nomic turndown every day that we open our 

doors.  Clients are up 65% over this time 

last year.  In June, 2008 we served 1,864 

persons.  In June, 2009, we served 3,073.   

 

Our children and our senior citizens on fixed 

incomes continue to be the most vulnerable.  

During our fiscal year just ended on June 

30, we served 1,755 unique households 

having a total of 6,630 persons. Of those, 

3,226 are children and 365 are senior citi-

zens. 

 

We also provided 138,600 breakfasts for 

children whose families qualified for the 

free or reduced fee lunch program, and 

gave away 98,372 diapers for our youngest 

clients. 

 

In the last three months, April through June, 

we have served 219 new, first-time house-

holds visiting the pantry.  So many of those 

now coming have just lost their jobs, and 

are not sure where to turn.  They have never 

experienced the need for food pantries or 

social service agencies before in their lives.   

 

One such person, a Lisle resident, used our 

pantry four times and then sent us a note 

saying that òIõve been blessed with a full-

time job last week!! I want to thank ALL of 

you for the help I received with food assis-

tance; it has truly been a lifesaver for me!  

Everyone was so non-judgmental, helpful 

and nice, and I will never forget all of you.  

May God bless each and everyone of you!ó 

We are delighted when a client is able to 

move beyond our services, but we are 

there as well for those who need us on a 

longer basis. 

 

Thanks to the generosity of so many of you, 

we have been able to meet the increasing 

need.   

 

In the last fiscal year, we received 

1,031,843 pounds of food, and distributed 

965,344 pounds to our neighbors in need.  

We gave out 8,179 orders of food, feeding 

31,286 persons during the year, for an 

average of 118 pounds of food received by 

a household at each visit. 

 

By way of comparison, in fiscal year 2008 

we received 630,706 pounds of food and 

distributed 614,870.  52% of our food 

comes from corporate and individual dona-

tions.  42% comes from Northern Illinois 

Food Bank, either through government pro-

grams (20%) or purchase at .18 per pound 

(22%).  6% is purchased locally. 

 

If you can step up your giving, now is the 

time to do so.  We anticipate spending over 

$100,000 in fiscal year 2010 for the pur-

chase of food.  Remember, your donation 

of $360 can purchase 2,000 pounds of 

food.  Please help if you can. 
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Our annual drive began May 1, and to date we have received 

donations allowing us to purchase 8 tons of food. Our goal for 

2008-2009 is 100 tons.
